1832—Death of Jean Lemarque (who fought with Napoleon and was a politician)—begins the Liberal’s Rebellion





1815—Jean returns from Toulon; Thenardier “saves” Georges Pontmercy at Waterloo





1816—M. Madeline starts a bead-making factory at Montreuil-sur-Mer





1818—Fantine arrives at Montreuil-sur-Mer





1821—Bishop dies; the Mayor rescues Fauchevent; Javert confronts the Mayor





1823—Fantine dies; Jean Valjean becomes a prisoner again





1824—Jean escapes galleys; rescues Cossette; escapes Javert and lives at the convent





1828—Georges Pontmercy’s death; Marius is 18





1831—Marius and Cossette fall in love; Jean joins the national guard; Jean attacked by Thenardier





1833—Marius and Cossette marry; Valjean confesses who he is to Marius; Valjean dies of loneliness





1832—Marius and friends take part in the uprising; Valjean saves Marius; Javert commits suicide
