Example: Act I Scene i Summary

Major characters:  Marullus and Flavius (government officials)

· Holiday celebration—celebrating Caesar’s victory over Pompey

· Marullus & Flavius support Pompey

· Marullus & Flavius try to discourage people from celebrating Caesar’s victory

· Marullus & Flavius don’t like Caesar

Key Quotation: “These growing feathers plucked from Caesar’s wing / Will make him fly an ordinary pitch” (I.i.72-73). 
Significance: If Caesar has no support, he’ll have to come back down to earth – Caesar will not be power he thinks he is.
